Ground floor 
Comprises tiled entrance porch, galleried hall with staircase 
beneath which, is the washer dryer and cloaks cupboard.  
 

Twin bedroom – this is a lovely room with fitted wardrobes 
dressing table, T.V.  The gable window looks out onto beautiful 
farmland and during Easter you may have lambs at your window! 
Adjacent to this room is a large shower room, with w.c and wash 
basin. 
 

Master bedroom with ensuite, This is a large tastefully decorated 
double room with  fitted wardrobes, dressing table, T.V.  and 
surround sound. Luxury  en suite bathroom with whirlpool bath, 
w.c and wash basin.
